GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
BUSING 
We are at the Plaza this year so EVERYONE will be transported to and from the Peabody via bus.  
We will be providing transportation for the briefings on Friday morning as well. 
 
If you have members who need assistance and CANNOT ride the bus, we will provide parking passes 
for the lot behind the Peabody.  Please send the names of these members to Dee Lahr 
(harmonyd@verizon.net) no later than March 15, 2012.   
 
Official Inspection will take place at 12:00 pm on Friday, April 20 at the Peabody.  We expect the team 
leaders/presidents and competing quartets to participate.  Please encourage your members to attend 
as well – it gives them an idea of what the stage will be like during competition and assists the Panel 
Chair in setting the lights and sound to ensure that the competitors have the best experience possible.  
Songs will be “How We Sang Today” and “Kickin’ It Up a Notch”. 

HOUSING

correctly completed forms received by Diane.  Diane will notify you of your assigned housing.   Plaza 
Resort & Spa - $149 plus 12.5% tax; Plaza Ocean - $119 plus 12.5% tax.  ALL REQUESTS FOR 
CHANGES, CANCELLATIONS, ADDITIONS, ETC. ARE TO BE DONE THROUGH DIANE CORRIE 
– THE HOTEL CANNOT MAKE ANY CHANGES. 
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CHECK IN will be at the front desk for ALL DAYS! 
 
Both the Plaza Resort & Spa and Ocean have microwaves and refrigerators in each room.  
However, remember that the bathrooms are quite small so bring extra mirrors for makeup. The 
Ocean Waters Spa will offer special discount pricing for services during the weekend. 
 
We highly recommend that quartets come in on Thursday night to reduce stress on Friday.  
REMINDER:  Quartet Briefing is at 11:00 am on Friday morning at the Peabody.  (Friday arrival 
means that you will not have your room keys by the Briefing).  Early arrival is also recommended to 
attend ‘Thursday Night Live’ show at 8:00 pm.  
 
PLEASE NOTE:  We have been advised by our Regional Finance Coordinator that it is against 
IRS rules to avoid the 12.5% room tax by paying for all member rooms through the chorus.  
The only exceptions are rooms that are considered expenses for the chorus such as the 
director’s accommodations and/or a room that the entire chorus will use for various activities.   
 
ALL EVENTS REGISTRATION

All competing members must purchase an All Events Registration in order to compete.  Early 
pricing is $55.00 – add $5 if purchased after deadline or on site.  Single event tickets can be 
purchased through Sylvia or in Daytona in the Assistance Chorus Room.  Tickets will also be sold at 
the Peabody one hour prior to the start of each contest.  Pricing for each session is $20.  Youth tickets 
are available for $10 and children 5 and under are free. 
 
PHOTOS 
Quartet photos will be taken in the Plaza as part of the pattern.  Chorus photos will be taken on stage.   
E.R. Lilley will be the photographer.  Photo information and order forms will be distributed separately 
to all contestants.  Please remember that flash photography is prohibited during the contests and 
recording by video camera, cell phone or audio recorders is not permitted in the theatre unless 
authorized by the Convention Steering Committee.                
 
TIME/TRAFFIC PATTERN 
A complete time/traffic pattern will be sent to all competitors as soon as official order of appearance is 
available on February 27, 2012.  There may be updates to this pattern if withdrawals are received 
after the late entry deadline.  The pattern will also be posted on the Atlantic-Gulf Region 9 website 
(www.sairegion9.com) in .pdf format for your convenience in the “2012 Competition” section. 
 
SHOPPING BAGS 
We are again asking the competitors to provide their own shopping bags.   Each quartet needs to 
bring 1 or 2 shopping bags with them and each chorus needs at least 2 shopping bags for each row 
depending on chorus size.   Please put your quartet/chorus name on each bag and bring them when 
beginning the pattern. 
 
All items must be able to fit into the shopping bags.  Shopping bags will be available in the theatre 
lobby for pickup after your performance.  Contestants should go directly to the pickup area after 
their performance to pick up their bags.   Any items that cannot fit in the bags will be left backstage 
and will be available in the Hostess room after contest.  
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SCORESHEETS, CDs AND DVDs 
Scoresheets will be distributed immediately following each contest in the Rose Room just to the left of 
the exit doors into the lobby of the theatre.  Please send ONLY ONE representative to that area to 
pick up these items.  Any items not picked up will be available in the Hostess Room the following day 
and no later than 9:30 am on Sunday.   
 
COPYRIGHT CLEARANCE FOR MUSIC 
The policies of Sweet Adelines International will be strictly enforced.   Important words from 
International Headquarters: The International Board of Directors has reaffirmed the policy requiring 
that only copyright-cleared music be sung at regional competitions. By signing the entry form, 
competitors certify that they have obtained appropriate clearance permission for the arrangements 
they plan to sing. If a medley is sung, each portion of the medley MUST be cleared.  More information 
and FAQ regarding copyright clearance will be included in your packets from International 
Headquarters. 
 
CONTESTANT ELIGIBILITY 
 1.  All singing competitors must be members of Sweet Adelines International. 
 2.  Choruses must have paid the Regional Assessment Fee for each member.   
 3.  Competing Quartet Chapter-At-Large (CAL) members must have paid their Regional 

Assessment Fee. 
 
WITHDRAWALS 
In the event your chorus or quartet needs to withdraw from the competition, you must contact Music 
Services at International Headquarters in writing (emails are acceptable).  International 
Headquarters will notify the CRC and CC of your withdrawal.
